In its breath, one can hear the confidences of dozens of violins mixing  

muted tremolos and legatos at the tip of their light bows. 

Through the beautifully crafted wrought-iron gate, passersby catch a glimpse  

of a secret garden, full of charm. 

In the center of this green haven, not far from the ancient stone well,  

a mysterious, medium-sized rose bush listens silently to an underground voice 

that makes its roots vibrate.

Tonight is Vivaldi’s birthday. A secret chord vibrates, setting in motion 
alchemical magic: the bond between the artist and his beloved instrument,  
which pierces the layers of time. 

The beautiful rose bush, connected to a distant star, will grant a wish buried  
for two and a half centuries, evoking a beautiful Venetian legend in the process.
